Ensure that the power is not supplied to the field

wiring during installation, turn off power at breaker panel, or remove
fuse at fuse box.

1. Determine the placement of the fixture. The fixture will be mounted

on a recessed round or octagon junction box. 13 Watt CFL
2. Securely mount the recessed junction box.
. . L Screws
WZLOILTE Do not install the CU/MS light within 2 feet of the
steam head or in direct contact with continuous water spray. Do not Lens
install the light where it could become submerged.
3. Provide electrical service (120 VAC) to the junction box.
4. Secure the mounting plate to the junction box using the

hardware provided, as shown.

5. Connect the supply wires from the junction box to the CU/MS Light
by connecting the black wire to black wire, white wire to white wire ASSEMBLED LIGHT
using the wire nuts provided. Connect the bare copper ground wire Apply silicone around the outer edge of the fixture

to the supply’s ground wire using the wire nuts provided. where it meets the ceiling/wall as required to seal
the fixture against moisture.

reconfirm the polarity of the wiring.

6. Using the screws provided, secure the fixture (with the lens
removed) to the mounting plate attached to the junction box. Do
not over tighten the screws.

7. Apply a bead of silicone around the outer edge of
the fixture where it meets the ceiling/wall.

8. Install the CFL bulb.

9. Gently thread the lens into the fixture, ensuring it is fully seated and
secure.

10. Restore power to the fixture at the circuit breaker or fuse box.

CARE TIPS: Use only mild soap and water on a soft cloth to clean the SPARE PARTS PN

exterior of the CU/MS Light.
